This is one of the “four brothers” in the oft told story about Webb genealogy in the US.
Various Webb “sources” on the internet have him coming from Brearly, Wiltshire, England,
Norwich, Dorset, England, and Gloucestershire. One internet website lists him —
apparently without any sense of absurdity — as being buried in Stamford, CT in 1656, after
stating that he died in Norwalk, Litchfield, CT on 1 Jan 1676 (OUCH!) What appears clear
to me is that more than one Richard Webb came to the area and there has been some
confusion about which Richard is which in various websites. Indeed, the Norwalk
Genealogical Register notes:

Elizabeth Webb, the widow of Richard Webb, formerly of Norwalk, died

the twenty-fourth of January, 1680.

According to more websites, this is Elizabeth Gregory who married her Richard in MA c.
1635, and Richard, born at Norwich, Dorset, England 05/15/1580 & that he died in
Northampton, Hampshire CO, MA 08/23/1700 — needless to say, this Richard would be
about 120 years old at the time of this stated death — or 01/01/1675/6 at Norwalk (almost
100 at that death.)

Richard Webb was in Hartford, and sold a piece of property before February 1639/40. This
apparently was the one who married Elizabeth Gregory, and he apparently had no children. [See

Some time ago, | wrote in this newsletter that the “four brothers” story was almost
certainly not accurate in all respects at least. As the DNA Project grows larger, this story is
falling to pieces more and more. | have two DNA samples claiming the lineage back to
Richard Webb 1611 - one R1b which matches my own lineage and is in the Richard
Webb CT Group, and one which is G2 that | mined from SMGF. The Christopher Webb
lineages have definitely proven to be different from the Richard Webb Group lineage. If
we succeed in “triangulating” the Richard Webb DNA, another piece of the puzzle will
fall into place. | am currently negotiating with someone from the line listed above to join
the project.

METHODOLOGY: HOW DO | FIND CONNECTIONS ONCE | HAVE DONE DNA?

First, the most obvious move is to contact all your matches and SHARE. Refer to your
personal page at FTIDNA, but also look at the email | send your Group. Responding
“reply to all” is the best way to share information within the group. Emailing me directly
(unless you are in MY group) is not effective; | don’t have the data you will need. If my
email asked questions about your lineage, give answers to the entire group. If my email
sparks some thought in your mind, share those with the group. You might spark something
in someone else. Things you might want to share: names of your oldest ancestors
children, spouse, middle names that show up, more detailed locational data - like where
they are in various Census years, dates of land records, data from Censuses regarding
birthplace of your oldest ancestor and spouse, any information you have on the spouse’s
parents, etc.

Second, each group should start trying to build a tree, or at least a grid or perhaps maps,
cross referencing the various lineages in the group and the locations of the offspring. |
am using an EXCEL sheet for my group — each lineage is across the top, and dates are
down the side. | list the lineages from left to right by the birthdate of the oldest ancestor
of each lineage. Putin Children’s birthdates, dates children move to another location,
etc. Forinstance in the Richard Webb Group, the initial headings on my EXCEL sheet
would look something like this:

Someone can start it, and then each member of the group can add information. I’d like
to see these tables eventually put up on the Group Lineages as an Extended Lineage for
the GROUP.

The next probably obvious step is elimination of possibilities. For instance, If Edward
Webb’s sons are all listed in the 1790 Census and none of them are in IOW, VA, NC, or TN,
they are not the parents or grandparents of the group members showing up in those
states. Edward did have a son named Jesse, but the birth years are off, and there’s no
evidence Edward was in IOW Co, VA, where Jesse grew up. Thus, our theory at present is
that Jesse is from a brother or cousin of Edward Webb’s.

You can use colors to signify known relationships. For instance, Wilford Newton Webb is
known to have been in Henry Co, AL in 1840. In 1830-40 the only WEBB family in the
county was Rice and Mary Webb. This is fairly strong evidence that Wilford Newton
Webb is Rice’s son. Elias Webb matches his DNA perfectly 25/25. We also used mtDNA
to establish that Sealy Webb, strongly suspected to be Elias’s sister, to be Mary Webb’s
daughter. Thus we have concluded that Elias’s father was Rice Webb. The available
data for Jesse Webb suggests his father was Stephen Webb, and his DNA doesn’t match
the Elias Webb exactly (34/37).
